FOR CRASH RECONSTRUCTION (PHOTOGRAMMETRY) TRAINING AND EQUIPMENT 

WHEREAS, the North Central Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG) is a Texas 
political subdivision and non-profit corporation organized and operating under Texas Local 
Government Code Chapter 391 as the regional planning commission for the 16-county North 
Central Texas region; and , 

WHEREAS, NCTCOG is a voluntary association of, by and for local governments 
established to assist in planning for common needs, cooperating for mutual benefit, and 
coordinating for sound regional development; and, 

WHEREAS, NCTCOG has been designated as the Metropolitan Planning Organization

Program, provides for Traffic Incident Management training as part of the Congestion

WHEREAS, NCTCOG has received only one proposal, from its current contractor, 
Dechant Consulting Services; and, 

WHEREAS, DeChant Consulting Services has performed well under its contract; and, 

WHEREAS, DeChant Consulting Services has been recommended by the Consultant 
Selection Committee to provide photogrammetry software, training, and equipment; and, 

WHEREAS, the North Central Texas Council of Governments has complied with federal 
and State regulations regarding contract and procurement proceedings to select a qualified 
consultant for photogrammetry software, training, and equipment services.

FOR A PARKING GARAGE AND TRANSPORTATION FACILITY INTERFACE 

PLANNING STUDY

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT WITH THE CITY OF ARLINGTON TO 
PROCURE DATA COLLECTION TECHNOLOGY FOR TRAFFIC SIGNAL RETIMING 

DURING INCIDENTS 

WHEREAS, the North Central Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG) is a Texas 
political subdivision and non-profit corporation organized and operating under Texas Local 
Government Code Chapter 391 as the regional planning commission for the 16-county North 
Central Texas reg ion; and, 

WHEREAS, NCTCOG is a voluntary association of, by and for local governments 
established to assist in planning for common needs, cooperating for mutual benefit, and 
coordinating for sound regional development; and, 

WHEREAS, NCTCOG has been designated as the Metropolitan Planning Organization 
(MPO) for the Dallas-Fort Worth Metropolitan Area by the Governor of the State of Texas in 
accordance with federal law; and, 

WHEREAS, the Regional Transportation Council (RTC), comprised primarily of local 
elected officials, is the regional transportation policy body associated with NCTCOG, and has 
been and continues to be a forum for cooperative decisions on transportation; and, 

WHEREAS, the Dallas-Fort Worth region is in nonattainment of the federal air quality 
standard for ozone and NCTCOG is actively involved in the development and implementation of

WHEREAS, in May 2014, the NCTCOG Executive Board adopted a resolution 
authorizing the receipt of Surface Transportation Program - Metropolitan Mobility, Congestion 
Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement Program, Regional Toll Revenue, and associated local 
match funds which will be a combination of local match, State match and Transportation 
Development Credits for planning and implementation programs to be administered and 
managed by NCTCOG; and, 

WHEREAS, Element 5.05 of the Fiscal Year (FY) 2016 and FY201 7 Unified Planning 
Work Program provides for Congestion Management Operations, including implementation of 
the Traffic Signal Retiming During Incidents Program; and, 

WHEREAS, the Traffic Signal Retiming During Incidents Program for FY201 7 in the City 
of Arlington serves as one of the initiatives to implement traffic signal retiming during incidents 
to help relieve congestion; and, 

WHEREAS, the City of Arlington and the Regional Transportation Council have 
developed a partnership strategy to implement data collection technology along the frontage 
road to collect travel time, delay, and speed data; and, 

WHEREAS, under this partnership, RTC will provide up to $115,000 in Congestion 
Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement Program funds , and 23,000 Transportation Development 
Credits will be used to satisfy the local match requirements; and,
