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CODE ADOPTION SCHEDULE

» Around 54% have no set time for adoption.

» Approximately 23% adopt codes every three years.
ADOPTION OF 2015 CODES

» 68 out of 103 respondents will consider adopting codes after NCTCOG
amendments are published.

OPTION A/OPTION B

» Approximately 30% of respondents do not know if they are an Option A
or Option B city.

USE OF NCTCOG AMENDMENTS

» 82% of respondents typically utilize amendments presented by NCTCOG
when adopting city codes.
